Boundaries Away! 

 There is a movement in MCA to eliminate all MCA Charter Boundaries.  Currently, MCMC has 
a 50 mile radius boundary around the center of Nashville.  This boundary is not "owned land", 
but rather a right of exclusivity (first right of approval) area for the MCMC.  In the past, other 
clubs have wanted to establish themselves in our boundary area and have petitioned MCA for 
a Charter. We were contacted and in both cases gave a recommendation for the other clubs.  
For some reason, neither of them were able to meet the one-year club activity requirement.  
They simply did not make it.  We, however, as a club did not have a problem with either of 
these.  This is not to say that we would not have a problem with another club, it would depend 
on the circumstances 

Some in MCA want to eliminate the boundaries completely and open up the growth of MCA.  
There seems to be little logic behind this idea, but that is what is being promoted. MCA has an 
image problem, and this, in my opinion, is the main reason for lack of growth.  The Regional 
Clubs do a very good job locally, and their regional diversity is why.  MCA has a hard time be-
ing all things to all people around the Country.  Maybe we can help change that.  

I want to know how you feel on this issue.  If you are a member of MCA, you have seen the 
articles "NO BOUNDARIES" in the Times. You can read and make your own judgment.  I am 
not going to give you my total take on the issue, rather, I want to hear from you on this matter.   

As a member of the National Board of Directors of MCA, it will be my obligation to carry your 
wishes and concerns to the next Board meeting in Dallas in early September.  A very long dis-
cussion of this issue took place the past Saturday at the July BOD meeting in Dallas with no 
resolve. 

One area of consensus at the meeting was that clubs with 100% MCA membership should be 
protected regardless of boundaries.  They feel that many clubs are simply not doing their part 
to promote MCA, and in a lot of cases, that is correct.  There are only three clubs in the US 
that are 100% MCA.  I would like to make MCMC # 4.
